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Terms and Conditions

1. [image: image2.wmf]Fees.  All fees are to be paid within 1 week of issue. Any account remaining unpaid two weeks after issue will be subject to a surcharge of 25%. Any bill remaining unpaid after 4 weeks of issue may result in the pupil being asked to leave the school. Weekly payments are not permitted. Special arrangements can be made. See bill for details. Lessons not attended will be counted as taken, and therefore chargeable, although the Principal reserves the right to deal exceptionally with cases of continued ill health.
2. Change of details. The Principal should be notified of change of personal details as soon as possible.

3. Other Classes. Classes should not be taken with any other school or group without the express consent of the Principal

4. Registration Form. A Registration Form must be signed.
5. Child Protection. All Teachers working with children and vulnerable adults are CRB checked.  Whenever possible all volunteers will have to have a valid CRB Certificate.  The only exceptions will be in times of urgent necessity.

a. A parent/responsible adult must remain on site at all times for all children under the age of 10, and those with special needs.  If this is not possible, then responsibility must be given to a 3rd party and notified to the teacher in writing.  The teacher can be that third party, but written authority must be given.  If someone other than the person(s) listed on the Registration Form brings the student to class, then the Teacher must be made aware of this.  Person to person contact is required at all times.  Your child will not be released from class unless you, or the responsible adult, are there to personally take them from the Teacher.
b. Dancing is a physical skill.  In order to help and facilitate the student’s learning the teacher may occasionally physically guide a movement by touch.  This will be in a professional manner and the intention of the contact will be made clear. 
c. The Teacher is not permitted to take your child to the toilet, or to dress him/her, or to do his/her hair.  If you wish us to do any of the above, then written instructions must be received.  If you have given consent to the Teacher, then the Teacher may delegate this responsibility to a volunteer/assistant working with DCSD and SL. 

6. Premises.  Unfortunately, we did not design the buildings we use.  They are hired and we have no control over the layout and other items in the building.  We do our best to ensure that all moveable hazards are contained and anything that cannot be moved is communicated to the student.  If there is a problem with the building (e.g. leaking roof or heating failure) then lessons will be moved or cancelled immediately.

7. Cancelled Classes.  Sometimes we have to cancel lessons.  This can be due to bad weather, Teacher sickness or a fault in the building.  All such cancelled lessons will be rescheduled at a time when we can secure a Teacher and the relevant building.  No refunds will be given.

8. Infectious Diseases.  No student should attend class if they have any viral infection, e.g. flu, childhood disease, e.g. chicken pox, or contagious skin complaint e.g. impetigo.  The relevant incubation period for each condition should expire before returning to class.  If in doubt please telephone the Principal to discuss the matter further.

9. Injury in class/on the Premises.  Any injury sustained, whether as a result of dancing or otherwise, should immediately be reported to the Teacher.  The student should stop dancing immediately and discuss how best to deal with the injury.  If an accident occurs, then this should be logged in the Accident Book which each Teacher has. If injury is sustained due to something in the building which we do not own, then the fault is with the premises owner and not the School. 
10. Hair and Clothing. 

a. All classes within DCSD have a uniform.  Girls must wear a leotard at all times for their own safety and for reasons of public decency.  Students may wear t-shirts in class to warm up, but these must be removed at the Teacher’s requests.  Hoodies must not be worn in class.  It is essential that the Teacher is able to see the student’s body at all times.

b. Underwear, if worn, should not be visible.  Girls with large chests should wear a sports bar in all dance styles.

c. Correct footwear, appropriate to the style of dance should be worn at all times.  Ballet – ballet shoes with elastic; Tap – tap shoes with heel taps; Theatre Craft – ballet shoes and heeled shoes; Modern Jazz – bare feet; Street – trainers.

d. SL does not have a uniform but we recommend a t-shirt, jogging bottoms and trainers.  School t-shirts are available but are not compulsory.  Hoodies should not be worn in class.

e. Troupe/Glee Clubs/Musical Theatre.  Jogging bottoms/leggings , t-shirt and suitable dance trainers. 
f. Cheerleading.  Under 10 – cheer skirt and top as decided by the Teacher.  Full sole jazz shoes.  Age 10+ - Black jazz pants and class t-shirt (available from DCSD), dance trainers.
g. Without exception all hair must be tied back.  If hair extends below the level of the jawline it must be in a ponytail or bun.  Above the jawline, clips or a hairband should be used to prevent hair restricting view and causing accident or injury.  Students will not be permitted in class if their hair is not suitably secured.
11. Communication. All communication must be made to the Principal not to individual Teachers.  We will post all information on the websites and communicate via email and text.  Paper copies will be displayed at each Centre, and extra copies will be available for collection.

12. Behaviour. Unruly behaviour will not be tolerated. If a pupil is persistently badly behaved including disrespectful behaviour towards the Teacher, they will be asked to leave the School. Prepaid fees will be forfeit.
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
